We had 
a recent inspection from the Ministry of Gender (child 
protection) and UNICEF which we passed with flying 
colors. They were extremely pleased with how we run the 
home and the condition they found it on their surprise visit. 

New baby Jacob admitted from sad family circumstance.  
At one week old his mother was beaten to death and his 
father is in prison. He came in weighing just over 4lb and 
was quite malnourished. 

Two new water tanks are connected to supply the flushing 
of our toilets. We hope this will save us quite a lot of 
money on our water bill. A new school room is very close 
to completion. Thanks to the people of Holland for your 
generosity.
